Kentucky FBLA State Pin Design


Purpose:	Design chosen will be mass produced and used by the Kentucky Delegation to the 2012 National FBLA Conference in San Antonio, Texas

Eligibility:  	Open to all current Kentucky State FBLA members

Design will be judged on a background of FBLA blue (think blue) prior to the State Conference

Contest Guidelines

1. All entries must be rendered in color

2. Entries may be created in a design software package or may also be hand-drawn, painted or rendered in colored pencils or markers

3. All entries should be submitted with both sizes of the artwork in PDF format.  The larger version must be approximately 7.5 inches x 7.5 inches (attached page).  The smaller version must fit in a 1.25 inch x 1.25 inch box (attached page), to show how the completed pin will look.   Versions should be identical.  All components of the pin must be contained within the pin.  No hinged or attached sections.

4. Wording on the pin must reference Kentucky FBLA.
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5. Designs must be submitted to Bob Blackburn – robert.blackburn@bullitt.kyschools.us
No designs will be accepted after February 15, 2012.  The winning pin design and designer will be announced during OPENING GENERAL SESSION at State Conference.

6. All copyright laws must be followed in the creation of the design.
